Schedule Requests/Changes

Course Selection

Students should carefully select courses based upon their future plans and discussions with
their parents, teachers and school counselor. Remember to consult with your math teacher
regarding his or her recommendation for your math class next year.

Selections must be submitted to the Guidance Office by the due date. Students who do not
submit course selections in a timely fashion will have courses chosen for them.

Seniors will receive preference in scheduling elective classes.
Student Schedule Changes
Students may request that their schedules be changed until 5 days after the end of the current

school year. Students may not request schedule changes after this date without principal
approval.

Principal-initiated Schedule Changes

The principal may elect to change a schedule in extreme circumstances.
The decision to change a schedule after the deadline will remain solely with the principal.

During the latter part of the current school year, students will schedule courses for the following
year. Parental involvement and consent will play an important part in determining proper
placement.

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Dual Enrollment

Pennsylvania’'s Dual Enrol |l ment Progelighe al |l ows
post-secondary institutions to offer high school juniors and seniors, who can show that they are
ready, the chance to earn college credit while completing their high school requirements.
Therefore, students in Grades 11 and 12 have the opportunity to take certain college courses at
outside institutions and at FCRHS. These courses may earn both high school and college
credit. The curriculum is college- level and permission depends upon availability and academic
readiness.

Applicants for the Dual Enrollment Program must be in the top 50% of their class and
have demonstrated the ability to do college level work as based upon Proficiency on the PSSA
Reading and Math assessment tests. Grades received from outside institutions will not be
included in G.P.A. or calculations for class rank. However, grades earned in dual enroliment
classes at Forest City Regional will be calculated for GPA and class rank. See your counselor
for more information.

Dual enroliment classes are offered here by FCR faculty are in association with local college and
universities, please contact the guidance office for more information. There is a fee associated
with these courses.

Advanced Placement

Advanced Placement, or AP, Courses are college-level courses that a student can take
in high school. Typically, a school offers these courses to students who are in the honors
program. The courses are more rigorous than high school courses since they are, in fact,
college courses and students can receive college credit for taking the courses, although not all
colleges grant students college credit for the courses. In order to receive college credit, student
must take and pass the AP Exam at the end of the course.

In 2016-2017, FCRHS is offering the following AP courses: AP Calculus, AP
Composition and Language, AP Government & Politics, AP Chemistry, AP Spanish and
AP Computer Science. Requirements and descriptions are found in the Course
Descriptions pages of this booklet.

Weighted Grades

Advanced Placement and Honors classes are weighted class. They are weighted
towards the students cumulative GPA by a factor of 5%.

Course Descriptions
INTRODUCTION

The information presented in this section is provided to help you make good decisions in
requesting courses. If a course has a prerequisite, you must meet that prerequisite in order to
schedule the course. Only the school counselor or principal can make exceptions to a
prerequisite.

EXPLANATION OF PATHWAYS

College Preparatory

Courses listed in this pathway are intended for the highly motivated students and are designed
to challenge the most capable students. The courses will involve rigorous pacing and workload
with teacher expectations intended to challenge the student. The course will require more
independent and self-guided learning that all other courses. Students enrolled on this level
should be seeking to satisfy college requirements/expectations.

Academic

Courses listed in this pathway will feature a slower pace with a moderate workload and the
highest degree of teacher-guidance to assist in the mastery of the material. These courses will
cover material necessary to prepare students for the PSSA tests and Keystone Exams as well
as prepare students to take the SAT test if post-secondary education is desire.

1107 English Language Arts 7

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7
This course stresses vocabulary growth, increased
reading rate, critical reading skills and appreciation
of literature. Both classic and popular authors'
works are studied through the genres of poetry, the
short story, non-fiction, drama and fable. This
course will also emphasize English grammar
usage and mechanics, including parts of speech,
capitalization, punctuation, and sentence patterns.
Students are taught strategies to vary and combine
sentences, improve word choice, and develop
paragraphs. Strategies and models also enable
students to develop essays with stronger focus and
content. The writing process of prewriting, drafting,
peer editing, revision, and publishing is also
emphasized. Students are expected to write in
various modes, including narrative, informational,
and persuasive.

Prerequisite: None

1188 Honors English Language Arts 7

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7
This course is similar in scope to English Language
Arts 7 but designed for students with proficient or
advanced writing skills. English grammar and
usage skills are refined. Writing strategies are
employed to improve focus, style, and content.
Students are expected to participate in the writing
process and to perform proficiently in several
writing modes, including narrative, informational,
and persuasive. Research writing is also a
requirement. This course stresses vocabulary
growth, increased reading rate, critical reading
skills and appreciation of literature. Both classic
and popular authors' works are studied through the
genres of poetry, the short story, non-fiction, drama
and fable. Various journal articles, essays, and
research projects will be assigned.

Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation and

Advanced on PSSA

1108 English Language Arts 8

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7
This course stresses the basic skills through formal
presentation of grammar, vocabulary, oral
presentations, as well as written composition. This
course is a follow-up of English Language Arts 7,
but is more advanced with additional grammar
concepts and writing techniques. This course also
emphasizes reading strategies, comprehension,
critical thinking, writing modes, literary genres,
literary elements and devices, grammar,
vocabulary, speaking, and listening skills.
Thematic units encourage and promote analytical
thinking. Independent reading assignments, which
include popular adolescent novels, promote
reading growth and enjoyment.

Prerequisite: English 7

1188 Honors English Language Arts 8

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7
This course is an extension of Accelerated English
Language Arts 7. The course will have an
increased focus on advanced writing skills,
grammar, vocabulary, and critical thinking skills.
This course is designed for accelerated readers.
Reading strategies and thinking skills are more
analytical. Reading rates and volume are
increased. Emphasis is placed on literary analysis
and interpretation. Thematic units require students
to compare and contrast literary works, genres,
and literary elements. Students are required to
expand their writing skills and vocabulary.
Completion of a research paper is mandatory.

Prerequisite: English 7 90% or high

1109 English |

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9

This course is designed to introduce
students to the literary elements of the short
story, the novel, drama, and poetry through
readings chosen to illustrate the stylistic
techniques of various authors.
Prerequisite: English 8

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1183 English I Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9

This course is designed to introduce
students to the literary elements of the short
story, the novel, drama, and poetry through
readings chosen to illustrate the stylistic
techniques of various authors.
Prerequisite: Reading 8 Minimum 90%,
Advanced (PSSA)

1110 English 1l

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10

A comprehensive survey of American
Literature designed to develop the students'
abilities to analyze literary works and
periods. Course emphasizes writing skills
and includes a comparative study of
modern American drama and
Shakespearean drama.

Prerequisite: English |

1184 English Il Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10

A comprehensive study of American Literature,
this course focuses on short stories, novels,
poetry, drama, and non-fiction from American
authors. Critical thinking, writing, and research
skills are emphasized, culminating in the
completion of a research paper. Independent
reading is required, both during the school year
and over the summer. This is a weighted-grade
course.

Prerequisite: English | Minimum 90%

1111 English 1lI

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11

In the World Literature class, students will study
classical tales of mythology as well as Greek,
Roman, Egyptian, Asian, European, and Indian
literature. Independent reading, critical thinking
and reading skills will be emphasized. This
course will require a research project.
Prerequisite: English Il

1185 English Il Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11

In the World Literature class, students will study
classical tales of mythology as well as Greek,
Roman, Egyptian, Asian, European, and Indian
literature. Independent reading, critical thinking
and reading skills, and class discussions will be
emphasized. This course will require a research
project. This is a weighted grade course.

Prerequisite: English Il Minimum 90%

1113 English IV

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

This is a comprehensive study of British
Literature from the Anglo Saxon period through
the Romantic Age. Studies of drama, poetry, and
novels form the foundation of the course, with
emphasis on critical analysis of the assigned
literary works through class discussion and
responsive writing. Completion of a research
paper is mandatory.

Prerequisite: English 1l

1186 English IV Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

This is a comprehensive study of British
Literature from the Anglo Saxon period through
the Romantic Age. This accelerated course is
intended for students who desire a more
challenging curriculum. Studies of drama, poetry,
and novels form the foundation of the course, with
emphasis on critical analysis of the assigned
literary works through class discussion and
responsive writing.  Independent reading of
classic works is required, both during the school
year and in the summer. Completion of a
research paper is mandatory. This is a weighted-
grade course.

Prerequisite: English Il Minimum 90%

1191 AP Language and Composition

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12

The AP course in English Language and
Composition will engage students in becoming
skilled readers of prose written in a variety of
rhetorical contexts, and in becoming skilled
writers who compose for a variety of purposes.
This course prepares students to take the
national AP exam in May, which may result in
college credit.

Prerequisite: English 1l or English I
Minimum 90%, Teacher Recommendation

1113 English 12

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

This course will develop written and oral
communication through a variety of genre.
Students will engage in written and oral
strategies/techniques, which are necessary to
be successful in competitive employment and
through life. Each marking period will reinforce
reading, writing, speech, and employment skills.
Prerequisite: English Il

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1130 Speech Communications

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 0.50, Grade 11

This is a beginners' speech class emphasizing
the importance of verbal and nonverbal
communication and the techniques of
researching, writing and delivering effective
speeches. Incorporated are the fundamentals of
impromptu  speaking and listening skKills.
Students will write cover letters, resumes, and
peer and professional evaluations. Types of
speeches include informative, persuasive, and
demonstrative. Students will also have a
speaker’ s choice
farewell, humorous, nomination, acceptance).
Some speeches will have technology
requirements. Students will also introduce a
speaker and participate in a mock job or college
interview.

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 0.50, Grade 12

Advanced Speech will build uponst udent s

general knowledge of communications through
Public speaking. The course will enable a
student to gain more experience in preparing to
speak formally and informally. Students will
refine techniques learned in Speech
Communications|. In addition to a variety of
speeches presented, assignments also include
telephone skills, assertive communications,
analysis of famous and historical speeches,
group problem solving, morning

writing. The technology component includes
podcasts and Google Earth. Each student will
have an individual secured website where
his/her videotaped speeches will be uploaded
to allow the student to view and critique his/her
own speech at home.

1207 Math 7

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7

Math 7 contains complete alignment, coverage,
and support for the Pennsylvania Standards for
Mathematical Content and Practice. This course
focuses on proportional reasoning, developing
number sense, algebraic thinking, geometry, and
statistical thinking and probability.

Prerequisite: None

1217 Math 7 with Lab

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7

Same as Math 7 plus an additional 3-day/cycle
lab focusing on individualized instruction.
Prerequisite: None

1281 Pre-Algebra Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7

Pre-Algebra requires each student to compute,
problem-solve, make/test conjectures, and apply
math concepts to real-life situations. This
course focuses on proportional reasoning,
developing number sense, algebraic thinking,
geometry, and statistical thinking and probability.
Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation and
Advanced (PSSA)

1208 Math 8

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 8

Math 8 contains complete alignment, coverage,
and support for the Standards for Mathematical
Content and Practice. This course focuses on
algebraic thinking, geometry, and statistical
thinking and probability, and revisits algebraic
thinking and geometry.

Prerequisite: None

1218 Math 8 with Lab

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 8

Same as Math 8 plus an additional 2-day/cycle
lab focusing on individualized instruction.
Prerequisite: None

1221 Bridge to Algebra
6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9

This course is intended to improve st udent

foundational skills and prepare them for an
Algebra | class. Topics that will be covered in this
course are number sense and algebraic thinking,
operations with fractions and mixed numbers,
decimals, ratios and proportions, percent,
integers, algebraic problem solving, geometric
figures, area and Pythagorean theorem,
probability and statistics, volume and surface
area, linear functions, number systems,
transformations.

Prerequisite: Math 8

FOREST CITYREGIQALHIGHSCHO @
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1222 Algebra |

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.0, Grade 9,10

Algebra | requires each student to compute,
problem-solve, make/test conjectures, and apply
math concepts to real-life scenarios. Topics
include operations with real numbers, variables,
algebraic expressions, equations/inequalities,
polynomials, and factoring, graphing, rates of
change, functions, data analysis, and probability.
Students will communicate mathematically using
multiple representations. This curriculum relates
to the mathematical standards adopted by the
Pennsylvania Department of Education and
prepares students for the Algebra | Keystone.
Exam. Prerequisite: None

1282 Algebra | Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 8

Algebra | requires each student to compute,
problem-solve, make/test conjectures, and apply
math concepts to real-life situations. Topics
include patterns and multiple representations,
proportional reasoning, percent, direct variation,
solving, writing and graphing linear equations,
linear functions and inequalities, lines of best fit,
systems of equations and inequalities, quadratic
functions, properties of exponents and
polynomial functions rational expressions,
probability, statistical analysis and quadratic and
exponential functions and logic.

Prerequisite: Pre-Algebra Honors 90% and
Teacher Recommendation

1270 Keystone Algebra | Exam Remediation

3 Periods/Cycle, Credit 0.50, Grade 9, 10, 11
This course is designed for students who pass
the Algebra | course but are not proficient on the
Keystone Algebra | exam. Content in this course
will be focused on individualized instruction.
Prerequisite: Algebra |, Algebra | Honors

1223 Algebralll

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11, 12
Algebra Il requires each student to compute,
problem-solve, make/test conjectures, and apply
math concepts to real-life scenarios. Topics
include operations with real and complex

numbers, variables, algebraic expressions,
exponents, radicals, equations/inequalities,
polynomials, factoring, graphing, rates of change,
a variety of functions, data analysis, and
probability. Students will communicate
mathematically using multiple representations.
This curriculum relates to the 11" grade
mathematical standards adopted by the
Pennsylvania Department of Education.
Prerequisite: Plane Geometry

1283 Algebra Il Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10

Each student uses enhanced communication,
problem-solving, and reasoning skills to compute,
make/test conjectures, and apply math concepts
to real-life scenarios. Topics include operations
with real and complex numbers, variables,
algebraic expressions, exponents, radicals,
equations/inequalities, polynomials, factoring,
graphing, rates of change, a variety of functions,
data analysis, and probability. Students will
communicate mathematically using multiple
representations. This curriculum relates to the
mathematical standards for Algebra Il adopted by
the Pennsylvania Department of Education. This
is a weighted-grade course. Prerequisite: Plane
Geometry 90%

1230 Plane Geometry

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10,11
Geometry unifies concepts of Geometry, Algebra,
and arithmetic. Logical methods of mathematical
thinking and reasoning will be emphasized while
studying surface area, volume of 2 and 3
dimensional objects, congruence, similarity,
formal proofs, parallel and perpendicular lines,
polygons, right triangles, trigonometry,
equations/inequalities, circles, probability, and
real-life applications. Students will communicate
mathematically using multiple representations.
This  curriculumrelates to the Geometry
mathematical standardsadopted by the
Pennsylvania Department ~ of  Education..
Prerequisite: Algebral

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1284 Plane Geometry Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9
Geometry unifies concepts of Geometry,
Algebra, and arithmetic. Logical methods of
mathematical thinking will be emphasized
while studying surface area, volume of 2and 3
dimensional objects, congruence, similarity,
formal proofs, parallel and perpendicular lines,
polygons, right triangles, trigonometry,
equations/inequalities, circles, probability, and
real-life applications. Students will use
enhanced problem-solving and reasoning skills
to compute, test conjectures and apply
concepts to real-life scenarios. Students will
communicate mathematically using multiple
representations. The curriculum relates to the
Geometry mathematical standards adopted by
the Pennsylvania Department of Education.
This is a weighted grade course. Prerequisite:
Algebral 90% and Teacher
Recommendation

1235 College Algebra

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

College Algebra is considered a preparatory
course for seniors who will major in a non-
mathematical or non-scientific program when
entering college. This course covers a variety of
topics including basic algebra, set notation, logic,
number theory, matrices, numeration systems,
and consumer mathematics.

1240 Trigonometry/Pre-Calculus

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12
Trigonometry/Pre-Calculus requires each student
to compute, problem-solve, and make and test
conjectures involving the topics of operations with
real and complex numbers, variables, algebraic
expressions, equations and inequalities, circular
functions, logarithms, solutions of triangles, and
polynomial graphing techniques.

1285 Trigonometry/PreCalculugHonors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11

operations with real and complex numbers,
variables, algebraic expressions, equations and
inequalities, circular functions, logarithms,
solutions of triangles, and polynomial graphing
techniques.

1241 Calculus

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

Calculus is considered a preparatory course for
students who will major in science, engineering,
math, and other related fields or professional
courses. This course begins with a review of Pre-
Calculus topics. The two main branches of
Calculus, differential and integral calculus, are
studied. Both branches are applied to real-world
problems. This is a weighted-grade course.
Prerequisite: Trigonometry/Pre-Calculus

1286 AP Calculus

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

This course is designed to prepare students for
the AP Calculus Test as well as college level
calculus courses. Students are expected to use
graphical, numerical and analytical approaches
to problem solving. The topics of study include
properties of functions, graphs, limits, differential
calculus, and integral calculus. Students extend
their understanding of these topics through
discovery and the use of technology. This is a
weighted-grade course. Prerequisite:
Trigonometry/Pre-Calculus 90% and Teacher

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7

1308 Science 8

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 8

Science 8 is designed to provide the science
background students need to understand their
everyday surroundings and to provide the
students with the skills and opportunities they
need to read, write, think, do, and apply science.
Units covered are Spheres of the Earth,
Composition of Matter, Rocks and Minerals,
Restless Earth, Raising the Land, Shaping the
Land, Earth's Air and Water, and Records in the
Rocks. Prerequisite: Science 7

1309 Physical Science |

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9

This is an introductory course designed to teach
students the elementary principles of chemistry
and physics. Topics covered include the
composition and structure of matter, electricity,
magnetism, heat, sound, light, nuclear energies,
and the study of forces.

Prerequisite: Science 8

1383 Physical Science | Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9

This course exposes students to the applications
of both physics and chemistry. Students will use
concepts of these sciences to design their own
labs, solve problems, and develop products.
Students will be expected to conduct individual
research and independent study to further
learning. Mathematical applications will be
included. This is a weighted-grade course.
Prerequisite: Science 8 90%

1310 Biology

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10

This course is designed to fit into a CTC student
schedule. It enables the student to become
aware not only of his own existence, structure,
and functions, but also of other forms of life from
the simplest to the more complex. However,
there is less emphasis on lab experiences than
with Biology/Lab. Prerequisite: None

1311 Biology/Lab

7 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 10

The course is designed to enable the student,
through a series of lectures and labs, to become
aware not only of his own existence, structure,
and functions, but with other forms of life from the
simplest to the more complex.

Prerequisite: None

1384 Biology/Lab Honors

7 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 10

The course is designed to enable the student,
through a series of lectures and labs, to become
aware not only of his own existence, structure,
and functions, but of other forms of life from the
simplest to the more complex. Students enrolled
in the accelerated section of Biology are
responsible for additional independent exercises
including scientific problem solving, experimental
design, reading, writing, and application of
concepts based on a more in depth focus on
course topics. It is designed to increase critical
thinking skills, research, communication, and
collaboration abilities and to develop a more
comprehensive understanding of biological
principles. This is a weighted-grade course.
Prerequisite: Physical Science 190%
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1319 Physical Science ll

5 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11, 12

This course is a practical application course
involving everyday chemistry and physics.
Designed for the technical, non-college bound
student, it will include hands-on exploration of the
topics. Students who enroll in Physics may not
elect this course. Prerequisite: None

1321 Anatomy and Physiology

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11, 12
Anatomy and Physiology is an extensive, detailed
introduction to the structure and function of the
human body. It covers eachof the body '’ s
systems in regard to terminology, structure,
function, morphology, pathology, and clinical
applications which reveal the most up-to-date
procedures and technology. It is designed for
students preparing for careers in health-related
professions, such as nursing, occupational and
physical therapy, medicine, dentistry, and
medical technology. As a result of its scope, it is
extremely useful for students pursuing the
biological sciences, scientific technology, sports
medicine, and forensics.

Prerequisite: Biology

1330 Chemistry

7 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 11,12

This course provides an introduction to the
fundamentals of chemistry with emphasis on
principles and concepts. Laboratory work and
mathematical exercises are included.
Prerequisite: Algebrall

1385 Chemistry Honors

7 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 11,12

This course provides an introduction to the
fundamentals of chemistry with an emphasis on
principles and concepts. Laboratory work and
mathematical exercises are included. This
course will include a more in depth study of
mathematical calculations involved in chemistry.
A good foundation in algebraic problem solving is
required. Prerequisite: Algebra | 90%, Algebra
I 90%, and Biology 90%

1331 AP Chemistry

8 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 12

This course is a college level class focusing on
atomic theory, stoichiometry, the periodic table,
bonding, molecular structure, interaction of
gases, solutions and their properties,
thermodynamics, acids and bases, chemical
kinetics, equilibrium, electrochemistry, and
nuclear chemistry. This course will include a
double laboratory period each week for a total of
162 hours of course work. The student will be
required to keep a laboratory binder documenting
their laboratory activities and reports. AP
Chemistry has a curriculum that has been
directed by the College Board and is designed to
prepare the student to take the AP Examination
scheduled in May. This course is more rigorous
than a high school chemistry course and will
require extensive work outside of the classroom.
Summer work is required.

Prerequisite: Chemistry 90%

1340 Physics

7 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 12

This course is an introduction to the science of
physics. Areas of study include mechanics,
properties of matter, heat, sound, and light.
Laboratory work and mathematical exercises are
included. Students enrolling in Physics may not
elect Physical Science Il.

Prerequisite: Algebral & Il, and Geometry

1386 Physics Honors

7 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.25, Grade 12

1408 American History |

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 8

This course offers a comprehensive study of
America from colonial times through the events
that led to the Civil War. Also examined are
events from pre-colonial times including the
development of native cultures, as well as
European influences on the formation of the
colonies, the American Revolution, the writing of
the Constitution, and American expansionism.
Prerequisite: None

1409 Civics and Government

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9

This course explores what it means to be an
informed and participating citizen in ademocratic
society. Students will learn about the elements of
democracy and the meaning of democratic
citizenship on local, national, and global levels. In
addition, students will learn about social change,
examine  decision-making  and political

Students will be studying such recurring themes
of history as cultural interaction, the growth of
government and political systems, development
of religious and ethical systems, revolution, and
the building of empires. Prerequisite: Civics and
Government
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1484 World History Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10

The World History course offers students an
opportunity to study ancient civilizations that have
impacted the history of the world today. Students
will learn about the origins of man and will
investigate how people formed great civilizations
like those of Mesopotamia, Egypt, China, Greece,
and Rome. Students will be studying such
recurring themes of history as cultural interaction,
the growth of government and political system,
development of religious and ethical systems,
revolution, and the building of empires. Students
will be encouraged to study all of these
civilizations in greater depth with the goal of
developing higher level thinking skills such as
analysis, comparison, and contrast through the
use of more varied on-line exercises, as well as
classroom activities.

90%, Teacher Recommendation

1411 American History Il

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11

This course presents an historical overview of
United States history from the Civil War to
present-day America. Emphasis will be placed
on the political, economic, social, and cultural
development of our nation along with the military
conflicts and international relations involving the
United States and the world. Using historical
documents, films and photographs, as well as
classroom situations, students will gain an
understanding of how the United States
developed and grew after the Civil War period.

1485 American History Il Honors

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11

This course is especially
valuable because it places the history of America
in the proper perspective of world history, thus
giving students a better understanding of the role
of our nation in world affairs. The course also
offers an in-depth analysis of war and its
aftermath. Prerequisite: None

1430 American Government

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12

This course offers students a comprehensive
study of how the American system of government
began, how it is organized, and the impact the
system has on the lives of its citizens. Emphasis
is placed on studying the U.S. Constitution, the
three branches of government, and the Bill of
Rights. Through class debates, mock elections,
and trial simulations, students gain an
understanding of how the American system of
government functions today.

Prerequisite: None

1491 AP Politics and Government

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11, 12

This course provides an analytical

perspective on government and politics in the
United States. At a minimum, students

should already be familiar with the various
institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that
constitute United States political reality. This
course explores the political theory and
everyday practice that direct the daily

operation of our government and shape our
public policies. The express purpose of this
course is to prepare students to take the AP
Examination for U.S. Government and

Politics. The course is for all intents and
purposes taught on a college level and it
requires a substantial amount of reading and
preparations for every class. The objectives

of this course go beyond a basic analysis of
howo ur overnment “works.
fevefop alcitital dndefstdrding of the
strengths and weaknesses of the American
political system, as well as their rights and
responsibilities as citizens.

Prerequisite: American Government 90% or
American History Il 90%
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1425 Psychology

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12

Major topics covered will include: introduction to
psychology, focusing on major figures in the field;

1350 STEM 7

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 7

An activity-oriented program designed to help
students explore math, science, and technology.

(1) The Science of Technology- students apply
scientific principles and concepts of simple
machines and energy to solve real- world
problems; (2) The Magic of Electrons- students
study electronics and digital circuitry; (3)
Introduction to Computer Science 1 - Students
work with MIT App Inventor to create basic apps
that rely on the concepts of event-driven
programming, branching and iteration, variables,
and abstraction — the building blocks of creating
with code.

Prerequisite: None

1351 STEM 8

6 Periods/Cycle, Grade 8

An activity-oriented program designed to help
students explore math, science, and technology.
The course is divided into three independent,
twelve week units:

(1) Green Architecture - students are introduced
to architectural plans, construction styles,
alternative materials and processes,
dimensioning, measuring and architectural
sustainability; (2) Automation and Robotics —
students design and build automated systems
that incorporate the principles of electronics,
physics, and robotics to gain an enriched
understanding of the contemporary mechanical
world; (3) Introduction to Computer Science 2 —
Students work with Python to generate and
transform crowd-sourced data and develop an
algorithm to simulate a game.

1352 Introduction to Engineering Design (IED)
6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9,10,11,12
This is the first foundational course for the high
school Project Lead the Way curriculum. IED
uses a design development process while
enriching problem-solving skills. Students create
and analyze models using specialized computer
software.

Prerequisite:None

1353 Principles of Engineering (POE)

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 10,11,12 This
is the second foundational course for the high
school Project Lead the Way curriculum. In POE,
students explore technology systems and
engineering processes to find out how math,
science, and technology help people.
Prerequisite: Introduction to Engineering
Design (IED)

1354 Digital Electronics

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12

This is one of the specializations courses in the
high school Project Lead the Way. In DE,
students learn the fundamentals of analog and
digital electronics, including combinational and
sequential logic design, programmable logic
devices, state machines, and microcontrollers.
Prerequisite: Principles of Engineering

1355 Civil Engineering and Architecture

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12

This is one of the specializations courses in the
high school Project Lead the Way curriculum. In
CEA, students learn about various aspects of civil
engineering and architecture and apply their
knowledge to the design and development of
residential and commercial properties and
structures. Students use 3D design software to
design and document solutions for major course
projects.

Prerequisite: Principles of Engineering

1356 Computer Science Principles

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12

This is one of the specializations courses in the
high school Project Lead the Way curriculum.
Students are introduced computational tools that
foster creativity and develop computational
thinking to solve open-ended, practical problems.
Students learn and develop computer graphics,
web-based applications, data mining applications
using  discrete mathematics and data
visualization, simple Android applications, and
computer models.

Prerequisite: Principles of Engineering
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1357 Computer Integrated Manufacturing

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 11,12
Students are taught about manufacturing
processes, product design, robotics, and
automation. Students learn about the Principles of
Manufacturing, how to program Computer
Numerical Control (CNC) equipment and robotic
arms, and how to design and program automated
manufacturing systems.

Prerequisite: Principles of Engineering

1358 Engineering Design and Development

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 12

This is a capstone class where #nowledge and
skills students acquired throughout PLTW
Engineering come together. Students identify an
issue and then research, design, and test a solution
for that issue, ultimately presenting their solution
to a panel of engineers. Students apply the
professional skills they have developed to fully
document the design.

Prerequisite: PLTW Specialization Course (Digital
Electronics, Civil Engineering and Architecture,
Computer Science and Software Engineering, or
Computer Integrated Manufacturing)

6 Periods/Cycle, Credit 1.00, Grade 9,10,11,12
